The purpose of this guide is to walk you
through the Scriptural texts and
ordinances of YAH's Passover Festival,
as set out in the pre-Messianic and
Messianic books, especially the Torah of
Moshe and the first four books of the
Messianic text.

This festival is celebrated on day 14 of
the first Scriptural month (Abib), and
Feast of Unleavened Bread is celebrated
on Abib 15 to 21, according to the
Scriptures. We do not condemn anyone
for their understanding of where these
dates fall on the Roman/Gregorian
calendar, but only pray that the Set-
Apart Spirit will bring all of His chosen
people into full alignment with His Truth.

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1 And YAHUAH spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon in the land of Mitsrayim, saying,
2 This new moon is the beginning of new moons for you, it is the first new moon
of the year for you.

3 Speak to all the congregation of Yashar'Al, saying, ‘On the tenth day of this
new moon each one of them is to take for himself a lamb, according to the
house of his father, a lamb for a household.

4 'And if the household is too small for the lamb, let him and his neighbour
next to his house take it according to the number of the beings, according
to each man’s need you make your count for the lamb.

5 ‘Let the lamb be a perfect one, a year old male. Take it from the sheep or from
the goats.

6 ‘And you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of the same new moon.
Then all the assembly of the congregation of Yashar'Al shall slay it between
the evenings.

7 '‘And they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and
on the lintel of the houses where they eat it.

8 ‘And they shall eat the flesh on that night, roasted in fire - with
unleavened bread and with bitter herbs they shall eat it.

9 ‘Do not eat it raw, nor boiled at all with water, but roasted in fire, its head
with its legs and its inward parts.

10 ‘And do not leave of it until morning, and what remains of it until morning
you are to burn with fire.

11 ‘And this is how you eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on your feet,
and your staff in your hand. And you shall eat it in haste. It is the Pésah of
nin’.

12 ‘And I shall pass through the land of Mitsrayim on that night, and shall
strike all the first-born in the land of Mitsrayim, both man and beast. And on
all the mighty ones of Mitsrayim | shall execute judgment. | am nin’.
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13 ‘And the blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you are.  “ss&
And when | see the blood, | shall pass over you, and let the plague not
come on you to destroy you when | strike the land of Mitsrayim.

14 ‘And this day shall become to you a remembrance. And you shall
celebrate it as a festival to nin’ throughout your generations - celebrate it
as a festival, an everlasting law.

15 ‘Seven days you shall eat unleavened bread. Indeed on the first day
you cause leaven to cease from your houses. For whoever eats leavened
bread from the first day until the seventh day, that being shall be cut off
from Yashar'Al.

16 ‘And on the first day is a set-apart gathering, and on the seventh day
you have a set-apart gathering. No work at all is done on them, only that
which is eaten by every being, that alone is prepared by you.

17 ‘And you shall guard the Festival of Matzot, Unleavened Bread, for on
this same day | brought your divisions out of the land of Mitsrayim. And
you shall guard this day throughout your generations, an everlasting law.
18 ‘In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the new moon, in the
evening, you shall eat unleavened bread until the twenty-first day of the
new moon in the evening.

19 ‘For seven days no leaven is to be found in your houses, for if anyone
eats what is leavened, that same being shall be cut off from the
congregation of Yashar'Al, whether sojourner or native of the land.

20 ‘Do not eat that which is leavened - in all your dwellings you are to eat
unleavened bread.””

21 And Mosheh called for all the elders of Yashar'Al and said to them, “Go out
and take lambs for yourselves according to your clans, and slay the
Pésah.

22 “And you shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that is in
the basin, and strike the lintel and the two doorposts with the blood that
is in the basin, and you, none of you shall go out of the door of his house
until morning.

23 “And nin' shall pass on to smite the Mitsrites, and shall see the blood
on the lintel and on the two doorposts, and nin’ shall pass over the door
and not allow the destroyer to come into your houses to smite you.

24 “And you shall guard this word as a law for you and your sons, forever.

For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the death of the
Master until He comes. So that whoever should eat this bread or drink this cup of the
Master unworthily shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Master. But let a man
examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread and drink of that cup. For the one
who is eating and drinking unworthily, eats and drinks judgment to himself, not
discerning the body of the Master.

18 “I do not speak concerning all of you. | know whom | have chosen,
but that the Scripture might be filled, ‘He who eats bread with Me has
lifted up his heel against Me.’Psa. 41:9
19 “Now | say to you, before it takes place, that when it does take
place, you shall believe that | am.

20 Truly, truly, | say to you, he who receives whomever | send,
receives Me. And he who receives Me, receives Him who sent Me.
21 When vwin' had said this He was troubled in spirit, and witnessed
and said, “Truly, truly, | say to you, one of you shall deliver Me up.”
22 The taught ones looked at one another, doubting of whom He
spoke.

23 And one of His taught ones, whom vwin' loved, was reclining on the
bosom of vwin'.

24 Shim'on Képha then motioned to him to ask who it was of whom He
spoke.

25 And leaning back on the breast of uwin' he said to Him, “Master,
who is it?”

26 wwin' answered, “It is he to whom | shall give a piece of bread when
| have dipped it.” And having dipped the bread, He gave it to Yahudah
(Judas) from Qerioth, son of Shim'on.

27 And after the piece of bread, Satan entered into him. vwin,
therefore, said to him, “What you do, do quickly.”

28 But no one at the table knew why He said this to him,

29 for some were supposing, because Yahudah had the bag, that vwin
was saying to him, “Buy what we need for the festival,” or that he
should give somewhat to the poor.

30 So, having received the piece of bread, he then went out
straightaway, and it was night.
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31 When, therefore, he went out, vwin' said, “Now the Son of Adam has
been esteemed, and Alahym has been esteemed in Him.
32 “If Alahym has been esteemed in Him, Alahym shall also esteem Him in
Himself, and straightaway esteem Him.

33 “Little children, yet a little while I am with you. You shall seek Me, and as
| said to the Yehudim, ‘Where | am going, you are unable to come,’” | now
also say to you:

34 “A renewed command | give to you, that you love one another, as |
have loved you, that you also love one another.

35 “By this shall all know that you are My taught ones: if you have love for
one another.”

24 For He has not despised nor hated the affliction of the afflicted; Nor
has He hidden His face from Him; But when He cried to Him, He heard.
25 From You is My praise in the great assembly; | pay My vows before
those who fear Him.

26 The meek ones do eat and are satisfied; Let those who seek Him praise
nin'. Let your heart live forever!

27 Let all the ends of the earth remember and turn to nin', And all clans
of the nations bow themselves before You.

28 For the reign belongs to nin', and He is ruling over the nations.

29 All the fat ones of the earth shall eat and bow themselves; All who go
down to the dust bow before Him, Even he who did not keep alive his
own life.

30 A seed shall serve Him. It is declared of nin' to the coming generation.
31They shall come and declare His righteousness to a people yet to be
born, for He shall do it!
